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Recycling Information

Raritan Valley Disposal (RVD) collects our borough’s recycling every two weeks.  Items collected at curbside include cross tied newspaper, flattened cardboard, magazines, and junk mail; commingled plastics #1 and #2, clear and colored glass, and aluminum, tin, and bi-metal cans.  For more information, check High Bridge’s website, www.highbridge.org. For recycling dates, see the Events Calendar; for recycling guidelines, click on “Government” and then select “Recycling.”
For those who wish to recycle additional items, this brochure contains some helpful hints.  

Oil and Other Hazardous Waste- These items must be taken to the county complex on Route 12 during their tri- yearly collections. Check for scheduled dates at   www.co.hunterdon.nj.us/
Brush and Leaves- place at curbside for collection by Monday of collection week. Check highbridge.org for collection dates. You may also bring these items to the borough natural recycling location behind Commons Park.
Batteries – Can be recycled locally at the Department of Public Works located at 26 West Main Street.  You can leave dead batteries in the blue collection drums inside the shed at the entrance.  No car batteries.  

You can also recycle the batteries that come in cordless power tools, laptop computers, cordless and cell phones, camcorders, and remote control cars.  Call 800-8-BATTERY for details, or visit www.rbrc.org.

Electronics – Every two years, during an odd-numbered year, our High Bridge Environmental Commission holds a town-wide electronics and appliances recycling event. The collection is held in Union Forge Park.    You can recycle items such as computers, refrigerators, televisions, and air conditioners.  Our next collections will be in 2009 and 2011.  Look for the announcements on our web site www.highbridge.org and in the borough’s newsletter, The Bridge. 

Hard Plastics-Every year our High Bridge Environmental Commission holds a town-wide rigid plastic recycling event. (Not for curbside recyclable plastics #1&2) The collection is held in Union Forge Park.  You can recycle items such as toys, playhouses, milk crates, flower pots, laundry baskets, resin items, and plastic containers for storage. Look for the announcements on our web site www.highbridge.org and in the borough’s newsletter, The Bridge.

Cell phones, PDAs, and Pagers are accepted by Staples in Flemington on 17 Route 202/31, Flemington, 806-6040. The Environmental Club at the High Bridge Elementary School on Route 513 (Fairview Avenue) also collects old cell phones. Contact the school on 638-4105.

Ink Jet and Laser Toner Cartridges, as well as Washed Elmer’s Glue Bottles and Glue Sticks, are recycled through the High Bridge Elementary School Environmental Club.  Contact the school on 638-4105 for more information.   It’s located on Route 513 (Fairview Avenue). A collection basket is also in the borough library on Main Street.

Expanded Polystyrene (EPS)/Styrofoam - According to the Alliance of Foam Packaging Recyclers, (www.epspacking.org/info/html), it’s difficult to find anyone who will come and collect EPS.  In addition, EPS that was used for food or drink, such as a Styrofoam coffee cup or meal tray, usually cannot be recycled because the debris will ruin the recycling equipment.   Any tape or other items attached to the EPS/Styrofoam needs to be removed as well.

Foam Peck Industries accepts EPS/ Styrofoam, unless it is contaminated by food or drink.  The EPS is used to stuff children’s toys.  Foam Peck has a drop off location in Springfield, NJ.  Contact Mitch or Dave on 973-376-3700 for directions and more information.  Please remove any tape attached to the EPS.  (Think of combining this recycling effort with your friends, neighbors, or relatives.)

Styrofoam Peanuts- You can take these to UPS on 1802 Route 31 in Clinton’s Greyrock Shopping Center, 638-3500.

Videotapes, Floppy Disks, Zip Disks, DVDs, CDs, or CD Jewel Cases -   Mail them to either one of the following two companies (think of combining the expense with friends, neighbors, or relatives):

Alternative Community Training in Missouri.  Go to www.ACTRecycling.org.   On the left side of the screen, you will see a yellow box; click on “Donations.”  At the bottom of the next screen, a bulleted list in purple text will appear.   Click on either “Video Tapes,” or “Computer Media”, and then follow directions on downloading a donor form from ACTRecycling.org.  Send items to: Alternative Community Training, 2200 Burlington, Columbia, MO 65202.  Call (800) 359-4607 for more information. 
GreenDisk in Washington will also take these items, through its Technotrash Pack-IT service.  Go to the website: http://www.greendisk.com, and select if you want to mail 20 pounds or less (will cost you $6.95) or more than 20 pounds. Additionally, you can send your unwanted computer equipment, such as monitors, laptops, and desktops, to GreenDisk.  Shipping costs are listed on the website.  800-305-DISK is the phone number. Plastic bags – Take them to Clinton A&P or Clinton ShopRite for recycling.  You can also purchase cloth shopping bags from local stores such as Clinton Walmart, ShopRite, or A&P.  These bags can be used over and over again, reducing your need for plastic.

Clothing, Toys, Books, and Household Items – You can donate these items to the High Bridge Thrift Shop on 81 West Main Street (Route 513), next to the Peking Wok Chinese Restaurant.  Hours of operation fluctuate slightly throughout the year; call the shop on 638-5773.   

In addition, several churches in our area hold annual or twice-yearly rummage sales.  Keep an eye out for signs in the community or announcements in local newspapers for these events in which you can donate clothing, books, videos, DVDs, and household items.  High Bridge also has a borough-wide yard sale, usually in May.  You can participate and recycle your old items in this event as well.   Look for the yard sale signs, usually posted around the borough by the end of April, or call Borough Hall 638-6455.
